Resigned 1928, re-appointed as research officer 1928. Seconded to Australian Forestry School 1939. Resigned 12.9.1940 to take position in Tasmania. Senior lecturer at Australian Forestry School 1947-57. Topics covered included forest management, valuation, mensuration. Helms block named after him and also Helms Arboretum near Esperance.
