Undertook pioneering research in bushfire behaviour and prescribed burning which led to the development of aerial ignition and many other changes to fire operations in Australia and the USA.  Ran Fire Protection Branch in WA for over 10 years, from the mid1970s.  When CALM was formed in 1985, he was appointed Regional Manager Northern Forest Region.  Retired 1989.
