In Collie for many years, Harvey for 2 years (1972-73), then Utilisation Officer in Perth (1974). Took over from Phil Barrett. One of the founders of the Wood Utilisation Research Centre in Harvey. Retired at age 62 in 1990. Consultant and advisor after retirement.
